The participants will have a chance to 
draft/create their own lesson plans based on lesson templates and models, discuss lesson plan 
stages with respect to a balanced teaching of grammar, lexicon, reading, writing, speaking and 
writing skills in line with an eclectic approach to teaching and learning. The emphasis will be 
given to CEFR descriptors, attainment and teaching targets, prior knowledge, procedure, 
activities, resources and materials. The participants will be able to express their views regarding 
needs, challenges and opportunities in relation to lesson planning and delivery based on their 
teaching experience.  

Dr Sviatlana Karpava’s bio: Lecturer in Applied Linguistics/TESOL and MA in TESOL 
Coordinator at the Department of English Studies, University of Cyprus, Co-coordinator of the 
Testing, Teaching and Translation Lab, Co-Director of the Discourse, Context and Society 
(DISCONSO). She received her PhD from the University of Cyprus (2014). Dr Karpava is a 
member to many organisations and associations. She is the author of the book: Vulnerable 
Domains for Cross-Linguistic Influence in L2 Acquisition of Greek, and the editor of many 
editions. She has presented her research at numerous international conferences and published 
her research work in various peer-reviewed journals. Her area of research is applied linguistics, 
second/third language acquisition, bilingualism, multilingualism, sociolinguistics, teaching and 
education.
